The objective of this  
project was to construct  
a map displaying municipal 
growth over time, relevant 
geographical data, and 
any significant landmarks. 

I decided that this would 
make an excellent case 
study, as it involved  
a surplus of material  
that might illuminate  
my thought process  
while designing.

Early sketches (right) show 
adjustments to the area 
and scale being explored.

These maps (left) from 
1852 and 1854 served  
as the basis for most
of my historical data.  
Due to innaccuracies,  
inconsistencies, and  
antiquated labeling  
strategies, drawing  
from multiple sources  
was integral to building  
my composite version.

Starting with the basic 
landforms, I carved out  
the U.S. and Canada’s 
respective Niagara Falls 
areas, the Niagara River 
dividing them, and the 
northwestern tip of  
Grand Island. 

At this point, due to their 
importance to the area’s 
history and development, 
special consideration was 
given to the treatment   
of the region’s bridges 
within the map.

Map colors are adjusted  
to prevent interference 
with road data. Line color 
and weight are dialed in 
to distinguish highways, 
roads, railroads, and 
bridges while avoiding 
distraction.

Next, the matter of the 
area’s forestation was  
addressed. After marking 
the areas where it was 
present on the map,  
I determined that it  
would be expressed  
most effectively with  
a geometric pattern.  

Use of this simple grid 
pattern would avoid any 
unnecessary clutter as well 
as leaving the area’s parks 
easy to discern.

In order to make the city’s 
namesake landmark visible 
on the map, one of the final 
steps was the addition of 
topographic detail to the  
falls, as well as to the river  
and surrounding terrain. 

The final maps (above) were placed into panel 
layouts and relevant items were labeled. 
 
Scales for distance and elevation are included  
to provide further geographical data. 

A written overview is included to provide  
context for the map’s development  
as observed between the two panels.

Icons were also designed  
to indicate and enumerate 
significant landmarks, a  
necessary step to reducing  
the density of labeling on  
the map. The icons denote 
(below, from left to right) 
natural landmarks and parks, 
bridges, and municipal  
landmarks (such as cities, 
towns, and buildings).

Speed and Power The first few bridges to Canada built in the Falls 
area were all destroyed in their prime (or soon 
thereafter), but were replaced with larger, stronger 
ones using new steel arch technology.  
 
Now that Americans and Canadians could mind 
the gap in less time, and with less cost than ever,  
the might of the Falls caught the eye of a number  
of opportunists and entrepeneurs. By the late  
nineteenth century, a canal ran directly through  
the city to power electrical turbines with the  
river’s momentum. However, when the powerhouse 

harnessing this energy broke down, a new facility 
was sought to be built to replace it. By 1960, the 
Robert Moses Power Authority (built with land  
“obtained” from the Tuscarora Nation by the  
Supreme Court) was generating enough power  
to make the city an expanding industrial hotspot.

Historical Map Design

CASE STUDY

History
Throughout Europe, dogs were bred to preserve 
traits that assisted shepherds in their job of herding 
sheep and protecting flocks from predators, such as: 
intelligence, speed, strength, and keen senses of smell. 
By the 1880s in Northwest Europe, the most common 
dog used to herd sheep and guard the homes was the 
so-called “continental shepherd dog.” Within Germany, 
dogs were bred and selected locally by shepherds. 
By the 1890’s a German variety of shepherd dog was 
emerging, yet significant differences still existed  
in both the appearance and ability of these dogs. 

The short-lived “Phylax Society” formed in 1891 with 
the intention of creating a standardized German dog 
breed by hand-picking, from sheep dogs belonging  
to local German shepherds, those that displayed  
superior qualities. While disagreements about breed 
traits lead to the society’s dissolution, former member 
Max Von Stephanitz continued the society’s work.

In 1899, Von Stephanitz attended a dog show where  
he was shown Hektor Linsrhein, a dog that was a 
product of a few generations of selective breeding.  
It fulfilled everything that Von Stephanitz believed  
a working dog should be. He was so impressed  
by the strength, intelligence, loyalty and beauty  
of the dog, that he purchased him immediately.

Von Stephanitz changed the dog’s name to Horand  
von Grafrath and founded the Verein fur Deutsche 
Schaferhunde (Society for the German Shepherd 
Dog). Horand was declared to be the first German 
Shepherd Dog and was the first dog added to the 
society’s breed register. Horand and his three pups, 
Heinz von Starkenburg, Beowolf, and Pilot, became  
the foundation of the breeding program, and their 
progeny are thus the ancestors of all modern  
German Shepherd Dogs.

Popularity
In 1919, when the UK Kennel Club first accepted  
registrations for the breed, 54 dogs were registered. 
The number steadily grew to over 8,000. The breed 
first gained international recognition as returning 
soldiers spoke highly of the breed after World War I,  
and animal actors Rin Tin Tin and Strongheart  
popularized the breed. The breed’s popularity fell 
during the 1920s due to poor breeding, but underwent  
a resurgence in 1937 when the German Shepherd  
Sieger Pfeffer von Bern won at the American Kennel 
Club Dog Show. Anti-German sentiment following 
World War II led to another popularity decline.  
However, over the ensuing decades, the public  
regained interest in the breed and it has become  
the second most popular dog breed in the US.

Working Dogs
German Shepherds are well known for their police 
work, being used to track criminals, patrol troubled 
areas, as well as to detect and hold suspects. Thousands 
of German Shepherds are used by the military for scout 
duty warning soldiers of enemies, or booby traps and 
other hazards. German Shepherds have even been 
trained to parachute from aircraft. At one time, they 
were the breed chosen almost exclusively to be used  
as a guide dog for the visually impaired. They excel  
as service and therapy dogs.  

The German Shepherd Dog is also one of the most 
widely used breeds in a wide variety of scent-work 
roles, including: search and rescue, cadaver searching, 
narcotics detection, explosives detection, accelerant 
detection, and mine detection. German Shepherds 
are still used for herding and tending sheep.

RIN TIN TIN
Rin Tin Tin (September 1918 – August 10, 1932) was a male German Shepherd 
that was an international star in motion pictures. He was rescued from a World 
War I battlefield by an American soldier, Lee Duncan, who nicknamed him 

“Rinty.” Duncan trained Rin Tin Tin and obtained silent film work for the dog.  
Rin Tin Tin was an immediate box-office success and went on to appear  
in 27 Hollywood films, gaining worldwide fame.

Craftsman in a Machine Age

oudy was a bookkeeper 
with a side interest in 

lettering and advertising layout 
when he began frequenting  
the famous Saints and Sinners 
Corner of McClurg’s Bookstore 
in Chicago in the 1890s. There 
he became acquainted with books 
which were outstanding exam-
ples of typographic art and craft. 
Goudy tells of his introduction  
to the world of private press pub-
lications in his introduction to A 
Bibliography of the Village Press: 

“. . . the sight of a Vale Press copy 
of the Poems of Sir John Suck-
ling first stirred my imagination 
regarding its type, the handmade 
paper and its general setup as a 
private press publication. At that 
time this particular book,  

to me, was an aristocrat belong-
ing to an aristocracy of craft and 
typographic art. A new leaf in 
the book of my life was turned 
and my interest in fine bookmak-
ing was born; a wide prospect 
was disclosed and a world that 
lay beyond the horizon of my 
imagination invited exploration. 
Just as Caxton’s presses are the 
literary glory of Henry VIFs reign, 
this book represented typographic

glory for me.” Goudy, already past 
his thirtieth birthday, had found 
a focus in his life. 
 The Vale Press book was rep-
resentative of many of the print-
ing efforts inspired by William 
Morris and his Kelmscott Press, 
whose first book was published 
in 1891. Morris helped begin a 
movement in reaction to the ma-
chine technology of the late nine-
teenth century, which stressed 
productivity and standardization 
above craftsmanship. He was in-
fluenced by a lecture on printing 
given in 1888 by Emery Walker 
at the first exhibition of the Arts 
and Crafts Exhibition Society in 
England. Walker’s talk encour-
aged Morris to try to recover a 
lost standard of craftsmanship 
in printing by plunging into a 
study of each element of book-
making. He used the finest ink 
and paper, designed his own type, 
and printed on the handpress 
so as to keep the craftsman’s 
involvement in book production 
at a maximum. The high quality 
of Morris’s books inspired other 
craftsmen to try their hands 
at printing, and a fine-printing 
revival was soon under way. 
 This revival spread rapidly to 
the United States and spawned 
many imitators of Morris, includ-
ing Goudy. The Goudy Collection 
includes the dummy of the Vil-
lage Press edition of The Hollow 
Land by Morris. This was the 
third book begun at the Village 
Press, and the dummy copy,  
consisting of four printed  
signatures and bound in vellum, 
won the bronze prize at the  
Louisiana Purchase Exposition in 
St. Louis in 1904. The influence  

of the Kelmscott Press and  
Morris’s designs are clearly  
evident in this book. 
 Goudy pays tribute to Mor-
ris and his effect on printing 
in his introduction to Gary’s 
Bibliography: “In the ‘90’s, even 
now [1938] in some degree the 
discipline of a living tradition 
was not generally part and parcel 
of American printers; it remained 
for Morris to revive and apply 
this tradition. The keen sense  
of rhythmic order and fine ob-
servance of restrained harmony 
shown in his printing reacted on 
my own innate feelings, and the 
influence of his motives in craft as 
represented by his printing is as 
strong today in my mind as then.” 
 The Goudy Collection reflects 
his interest in Morris. In addition 
to works printed by the Kelm-
scott Press, Goudy possessed 
a proof of one of the woodcuts 
from the Kelmscott Chaucer, 
designed by Edward Burne-Jones. 
The proof is surrounded by  
an original pen-and-ink border  
by Morris. Goudy later used  
this border when he acquired  
the very Albion handpress that 
Morris had used in printing the  
Chaucer. Goudy bought the press 
from James Guthrie in 1924 and 
sold it later, fortunately saving it 
from destruction in the 1939 fire. 
Goudy also owned a proof  
of the Golden type of the Kelm-
scott Press and a photogravure 
portrait of Morris which Emery 
Walker inscribed to him when 
the two men met in 1921. These 
Kelmscott materials of Goudy’s 
supplement the rich holdings of 
the Library’s Lessing J. Rosen 
wald Collection, which includes 
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One of Goudy’s 
original type 
specimens.

all fifty-three publications of 
the Kelmscott Press, many of 
them in special copies printed 
on vellum. Goudy’s first effort 
in printing (1896) was a small 
commercial printing operation in 
Chicago, first called the Booklet 
Press and a little later renamed 
the Camelot Press. A friend, C. 
Lauren Hooper, provided the 
necessary—though tiny—financial 
support. The press lasted only 
a few years, but the experience 
that Goudy gained in printing 
and design culminated in his  
first important commission, the 
Chap-Book, a bibelot brought  
to Chicago by two Harvard  
students, Herbert Stone and 
Ingalls Kimball. In printing the 
Chap-Book, Goudy was exposed 
to the work of certain artists, 
designers, and writers whose 
influence encouraged him to 
learn more about the work of the 
innovative people of his time. 
 The Camelot Press experience 
stimulated Goudy to take up 
design work. He learned lettering 
from observing others and soon 
found he could sell his designs 
and ornaments to magazines and 
typefounders. Goudy sold his 
first attempt at type design—an 
alphabet of capitals—to the Dick-
inson Type Foundry in Boston, 
which purchased it for double 
Goudy’s asking price of five dol-
lars. The Foundry appropriately 
named it Camelot after Goudy’s 
press. Goudy had found his first 
success in the work which would 
later make him famous. 
 After a short period in Detroit 
as a bookkeeper, where he kept 
up with his lettering and design 
work, Goudy and Bertha, his 

wife of two years, returned to 
Chicago in 1899. Again working 
full time on design, he produced 
title pages, book covers, lettering 
assignments, and anything else 
that would earn a little money.  
In book design his primary em-
ployers were Herbert Stone, A. C. 
McClurg, and Charles Sergei of 
Chicago and Thomas B. Mosher 
of Portland, Maine. Among the 
Mosher books for which Goudy 
designed the covers are Elizabeth 
Barrett Browning’s Sonnets from 
the Portuguese (1900) and the 
Ruhdiydt of Omar Khayyam by 
Edward FitzGerald (1899). Most 
of these designs can be identified 
as Goudy’s by the tiny G located 
toward the bottom of each design. 
Goudy marked many of his  
borders, initials, and decorative 
work in this way. 
 Goudy annotated many of his 
copies to make the study of his 
life easier for later researchers. 
Katharine Tynan Hinkson’s The 
Dear Irish Girl (Chicago: A. C. 
McClurg, 1899) bears the state-
ment “My first cloth book cover 
design 1899 FWG.” Richard 
Whiteing’s The Island (Chicago: 
Charles Sergei, 1900) is inscribed 

“First drawing for Chas. Sergei, 
practically first person to give  
me a job to do. Paid me $10.00.”  
The proofs for this design  
are among the ephemera in the 
Goudy Collection, which includes 
many examples of his work 
during this period. Bertha Goudy 
devotedly preserved this material 
as a record of her husband’s work. 
 Denslow’s Mother Goose 
(New York: McClure, Phillips and 
Co., 1901) shows Goudy’s efforts 
in another direction. The book is 

entirely hand lettered by Goudy. 
In his Half-Century of Type De-
sign and Typography (New York: 
The Typophiles, 1946), he tells 
how the necessity of hurriedly 
completing the commission 
forced him to develop a system 
that would enable him to execute 
the letters rapidly. Goudy’s orig-
inal copy of Mother Goose was 
burned in the fire of 1908, but a 
former pupil at the New York Art 
Student’s League later gave him 
the copy now in the collection. 
 Frank Holme, a Chicago 
newspaper artist, asked Goudy 
to teach a class in lettering and 
design at his School of Illus-
tration. There Goudy found a 
talented student by the name of 
William A. Dwiggins, who was 
to do some work for the Village 
Press and later to become one of 
America’s most creative designers 
and illustrators. In addition to 
his book work and his teaching
